Tuho or Pitch-Pot (%) was a pop-
ular Korean game among the aristo-
crats and royal families in the past.
It is a game of skill that involves
throwing arrows or sticks into a jar
or vase. It looks easy, but the hole
is very small and to throw the ar-
rows accurately to make it go into

the hole is not as easy as it seems, as

it requires good concentration and

patience.

Similarly, horseshoe pitching was a game played
by the English settlers who came to America. It is
an outdoor game played between two people or
two teams using four horseshoes and two throw-
ing stakes. The game is played by the players
alternating turns tossing horseshoes at stakes in
the ground. Modern versions use a more stylized
U-shaped bar, about twice the size of an actual

horseshoe.
